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This Master Plan represents a powerful vision
for the future of the Crowley Baseball

Complex. It has required the interest and
efforts of many key persons.

When completed, it will
provide a facility to serve the needs of park
users into the future as well as a source of

pride for Crowley residents.  
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FUNDING OPPORTUNITIES
Funding for projects such as these, and many others, are often available
through private, federal and state programs and grants.  With the 
completion of this Master Plan, the City of Crowley is now one step closer
to acquiring such funds.  While there will always be funding 
opportunities that are yet uncovered, there are funding outlets that have
provided assistance for many recreation projects such as this one.  Some
of them are listed below.

The Land and Water Conservation Fund Act is authorized to provide up to $900 million every
year to purchase lands and waters for your benefit: 

- For recreation. 
- For scenic landscapes. 
- For wildlife habitat. 
- For clean water. 
- For your quality of life.

This funding requires some local match and can provide up to $150,000.00.  Applications are
due April 1 of each year through:

The National Parks Service created the Urban Park and Recreation Recovery (UPARR) program to
revitalize urban recreation systems. The program has provided matching grants directly to local
governments for rehabilitation of deteriorated recreation facilities in distressed urban areas.
While funds have not been appropriated in recent years, they may be soon.

- Charging admission for tournaments
- Establishing a recreation festival fund-raiser at the Complex

Creating fund-raisers such as car washes, bake sales, raffles, and ticketed athletic competitions are
other more traditional and localized ways in which the park can continually generate funds.
